Technical Guide for British Mountain Bike Series

Round4Dalby Forest July 2/3 2010
Overview: 

The 2010 British Mountain Bike Series #4 Dalby Forest is a Category 1 UCI XCO event. This Technical Guide covers the procedures for the Elite Men’s and Women’s Race scheduled Saturday July 3, 2010.  The venue is located at Dalby Forest near Thornton Le Dale, Yorkshire (postcode for sat nav YO18 7EL) with parking, toilets, water and catering all available on site. Directions and full race schedule are on the series website www.britishxc.com. Pre booked teams will be able to park in main arena, all riders will have a separated parking area 50 metres from main arena.
Elite Cross Country Race Description: 
The Dalby Forest race will be round 4 of the series and is designated as a UCI Class 1 event. This venue has previously hosted a successful World Cup event in 2010 and it is proposed to utilise the same course.  The cross country event will feature most of top British Riders – male and female and some additional international riders are expected.  The course plan is attached and it is 6.7k long with a large open start section, there is an arena return at 1.4km. Space for a feedzone and UCI Technical zone is available near to the start/finish area and an additional area has been planned as shown on the course map, this area can be reached by car on the forest road network.
Laps will be decided by Chief Commisaire and information given at team managers meeting on Friday July 2 at 1800 in main marquee.
The UCI Race Schedule is.
Friday July 2
1000-1400 Course available for inspection

1200-1900 Race registration and licence inspection

1300-1900 Official course practice with first aid in place and marshals in place.

Saturday July 3
0800 -1430 Race registration and licence inspection

0900 Race Practice

1000 Elite Women’s race, followed by 4 other starts (Youth Men, Juvenile Men, Expert/Sport/Junior/Youth/Juvenile Women and Masters/Veterans/Grand Veteran/Open Women at 1-2 minute intervals to facilitate a clear course.

1200 Presentations for Race 1

1230 Elite Men’s race, followed by 3 other starts (Expert, Sport, Junior) at 1-2 minute intervals to facilitate a clear course for elite riders.
1430 Presentations for race 2

1500 Race 3 support categories masters/vets/grand vets/super vets/open men
1730 Under 12s races and presentations for Race 3

Event Rules/Licenses: 

The race offers two UCI categories; Elite Men and Elite Women. UCI Regulations shall be enforced for both Elite fields and the UCI Scale of Penalties shall apply. Valid UCI international licences are required for both the Elite Men and Women. Holders of UCI international licences that do not bear a photograph will be required to present an approved and valid government photo ID in addition to their UCI licence at registration. All race entrants will need to provide domestic racing licences at registration where appropriate. Racing may not be permitted to riders not showing their Racing Licence at registration.
Entry Procedures: 
Pre entry will be available online or by post until June 30 via www.britishxc.com. On the day entries may be available up until 1 hour before the start of the race.  Only pre entered riders can be considered for gridding in all categories. On site race sign on is available throughout Friday July 2 and Saturday July 3 up until 1 hour before race start.
Training Period(s): 

Racers must display their number during training. No training is allowed on the course whilst racing is in progress.

Saturday July 3 Practice 0900-0945 Practice 1200-1215

Team Managers Meeting: 
The meeting is scheduled for Friday July 2, 2009 at 1800 pm in the registration marquee. 
Commissaires meeting room

A Commissaires meeting room will be available as a separate section of the main marquee, this room will also be utilised for anti doping in the event of this taking place and an additional meeting room can be made available.
Start Area/Rider Call-ups: 
The start line for the elite Cross Country is located within the venue. UCI Elites will be staged approximately fifteen minutes prior to start time. Racer call-ups will be based upon current UCI points and 2010 British series standings, rider board numbers will reflect their gridding position. Preliminary call-up list will be available at the Elite Athlete/Team Manager meeting. 

Technical/Feed Zones: 
Two Technical/Feed Zones will be established along the course line. The first zone will be located within 200m of the main start/finish line. There will be NO neutral technical support in Tech Zone 1. The second tech/feed zone location will be agreed in conjunction with the UCI Commissaire on inspection day. There will be NO neutral technical support in Tech Zone #2. Feed zone passes will be issued for all riders. Technical assistance in the appropriate zone is only applicable to Elite riders. Children under 12, dogs or chairs will not be permitted in the Feed Zone.
Results: 
Elite category racers will be awarded UCI Class 1 points based upon their race finish. Results will be submitted to the UCI by Chief Commissaire Isabel Fernandes. Fax/email facilities are on site. 

Preliminary results will be posted near the main Awards Stage. Upon final approval from the UCI Chief all results will be final and posted in the same location. Once the race winner has finished then all riders in that category are deemed to be on their final lap. 

Podium and Top Finishers: 
Prize money and trophies will be awarded to the top 3 finishers for men and women in the Elite category. In addition Prize money to UCI Guidelines will be issued to riders on race day, prize money will be available from the event organiser.. For non elite categories trophies and prizes (where applicable) will be given to the top 3 riders in each category, irrespective of numbers entered into the category.
